• Inspect bedding and upholstered furniture 
for live bed bugs, eggs, exoske
staining, or blood spots on sheets

• Inspect cracks and crevices near sleeping, 
sitting, or resting areas

 Inform tenants of procedure and provide them with information on preventing

 Educate management and tenants on what bed bugs look like and the signs of 
infestation 

 Ensure disposal of goods from infested suite is done properly to avoid 
further spread of bed bugs 

 Have a plan or provide assistance for tenants who are unable or unwilling t
adequately prepare units for treatment
